Draft Noise Action Plan 2024-2028

Kerry County Council has  prepared a Draft Noise Action Plan 2024 – 2028 to
address noise from major roads in the county.

This is a four-year strategic plan with the main purpose to inform and consult on
the health effects of noise exposure from road sources and the measures that may
be considered to address this issue in Co. Kerry.

A Public Consultation period will be open from 9.00 a.m. Friday 12 July 2024 for
a period of 6 weeks until 4.00 p.m. Friday 23 August 2024

Community Centres Investment Fund 2024 - Refurbishment
Grant

We recognise the vital role that Community Centres play at the heart of each
community in bringing people together, engaging with those who may be
marginalised or disadvantaged, and building stronger, more coherent
communities.

The Community Centres Investment Fund is the largest ever capital investment in
Community Centres. It provides funding for investments in Community Centres in
order that these vital services remain useable, accessible, and safe and continue
to meet the needs of the community into the future.

Community Centres Investment Fund 2024 - Refurbishment Grant

This capital fund of €20 million will provide funding for the improvement and
refurbishment of existing community centres in both urban and rural areas.

Funding will be available under 2 Categories, with grants of between €10k and
€100K available:

Category 1: Small scale projects/improvements to facilities - €10,000 to €25,000

Category 2 Larger scale projects - €25,001 to €100,000

Match funding is required for both Categories: a minimum of 5% for Category 1
and a minimum of 10% for Category 2.

Funding is available for capital works such as: -

Projects which improve access for all to community facilities

Works to improve communal facilities such as kitchen and toilet facilities

Improvements to buildings that improve the usability of the facility e.g. kitchen and
toilet upgrades, lighting systems and stage areas

Improvements that will assist the applicant in providing additional or better
services to the community for example additional facilities, repurposing existing
space, kitchen upgrades to provide meals for the elderly and youth facilities

Improvements to facilities which are necessary to meet fire safety and building
regulations

Retrofitting/energy upgrade projects that improve the usability or longevity of the
facility and reduce energy bills

Essential maintenance work

Public Consultation on behalf of the Advisory Committee on
the Representation of Women and Women's Stories 

Background

On 7th March 2024, Minister Catherine Martin T.D. announced the appointment of
a new advisory committee, chaired by Dr Sandra Collins, focusing on the
representation of women and women’s experiences in all of their diversity, within
the national cultural institutions and the national collections. The committee will
make policy recommendations to assist the Government in enhancing the
representation of women’s diverse experiences, roles and voices. As part of its
work, the advisory committee will also consider the feasibility of options for a
dedicated presentation of women’s stories.

We have seen, in recent years, the positive impact of cultural engagement,
outreach initiatives, and public events, in documenting and presenting for broad
public audiences, women’s experiences and contribution to the State. We
recognise, however, that imbalances remain in the representation of women’s
voices and experiences, where the diversity of women’s lives is under-
represented or not featured at all.

IRELAND AGAINST RACISM FUND 2024 INVITING
APPLICATIONS

The Ireland Against Racism funding call is an important element in supporting the
implementation of the National Action Plan Against Racism. The funding call
arises from Action 2.14 of the plan which states: ‘‘Provide funding for national
and local initiatives that aim to combat racism and foster racial equality and
community cohesion, in order to support the implementation of this plan and
the achievement of its objectives’’.

Announcing the fund, the Minister of State for Community Development,
Integration and Charities, Joe O’Brien said:

“...announcement marks the launch of the second funding round of the Ireland
Against Racism Fund. The Ireland Against Racism Fund (IARF) was been
established in 2023 in response to Action 2.14 of the NAPAR, namely to ‘‘Provide
funding for national and local initiatives that aim to combat racism and foster racial
equality and community cohesion, in order to support the implementation of this
plan and the achievement of its objectives.’’ I am pleased to announce that the
2024 round of Ireland Against Racism Fund launches today with €1m being made
available for local and national projects to combat racism in Ireland.’’

There are two streams of funding;

Scheme A will provide grants, ranging from €50,000 to €100,000, to organisations
for national and regional projects.

Scheme B will provide grants, ranging from €5,000 to €10,000, to organisations for
local projects.

All applications must be submitted electronically.

Applications for funding will remain open until noon on 7th August.

St Stephen’s Green Trust: Family Matters Grant Programme

The 2024 St Stephen’s Green Trust (SSGT) Family Matters grant programme
opens again for applications from groups working across the island on Monday
15th July. The programme aim is to contribute to improving the system of
support for families affected by convictions and imprisonment to improve
rehabilitation and resettlement outcomes. We believe that putting families at
the heart of the criminal justice system is the ‘golden thread’ which can reduce the
harm of imprisonment and contribute to rehabilitation. Evidence shows that
prisoners who manage to maintain family bonds whilst in prison have significantly
reduced reoffending risks upon release. Families cannot bear this burden alone
and should be supported in this role.

The grant programme has two strands: one-off grants to test new approaches or
add value to current work (up to €7,000/£6,000) and; one-off or multiannual (up to
3 years) grants for more strategic work (up to €25,000/£21,500).
