Draft Traveller Accommodation Programme 2025 – 2029

The Housing (Traveller Accommodation) Act, 1998, requires Housing Authorities,
in consultation with the Local Traveller Accommodation Consultative Committee
(LTACC), representative organisations and with the general public, to prepare and
adopt a five-year Traveller Accommodation Programme or for a shorter period as
the Minister may direct, to meet the existing and projected needs of Travellers in
their area. The Act requires, also, that the programme be reviewed periodically
and that the Local Authority take reasonable steps to ensure the programme is
implemented. Under Section 10 of the 1998 Act the Minister has directed that this
accommodation programme should be for a period of 5 years for the period from
1st January 2025  to 31st December 2029 and should be adopted by 31st
December 2024.

The purpose of the 1998 Act and the Accommodation Programme is to put into
place the necessary procedures, measures, resources and facilities which are
required to successfully accommodate Travellers in a manner that will address all
concerns relating to the provision of accommodation. Under the Act, responsibility
for implementing the Traveller Accommodation Programme falls to Kerry County
Council.  The adoption, amendment or replacement of the proposed
Accommodation Programme is a reserved function of the Elected Council.

Ministers Humphreys, O’Brien and Dillon announce €2
million for local authorities to hire up to 40 new Dog

Wardens and support Dog Warden services

The Minister for Rural and Community Development, Heather Humphreys TD, the
Minister for Housing, Local Government and Heritage, Darragh O’Brien TD, and
Minister of State with Responsibility for Local Government and Planning, Alan
Dillon TD have on Thursday, 25 July 2024 funding of €2 million for local
authorities to support the resourcing of dog warden services from 2025.

The funding recognises the increased demands in the area of dog control and the
need to ensure resources on the ground to enforce the pending ban on XL Bully
dogs.

Announcing the funding today, Minister Humphreys said:

“Public safety is my number one priority, this funding will help each local authority
to ensure they have the necessary number of dog wardens in place.

“The measures banning the import, sale and breeding of XL Bullies will be in
place very shortly. This funding will help ensure that these new measures are
enforced on the ground.

“I have already trebled the fines for a range of offences. Whether it’s in our towns,
villages or cities, there should be zero tolerance for people who do not keep their
dogs under proper control in public spaces. I’ve asked Local Authorities to begin
the process of increasing the number of dog wardens as soon as possible.”

Today’s funding announcement builds on previous funding from the Department of
Rural and Community Development to improve local authority dog pound
facilities.

Minister Darragh O’Brien added:

“Local authorities play a vital role in the enforcement of our laws on dog control,
and it is important that each Local Authority has the necessary resources to
support dog wardens services.

“I fully recognise the additional demands in this area, and the need to ensure that
there are sufficient services in place to meet these demands. This funding will
help achieve that.”

Minister Alan Dillon, Minister of State for Local Government and Planning,
also welcomed the funding:

“We must protect our communities from dangerous dogs, I am confident this
allocation will support the enforcement of new dog control measures at a local
level, and ensure that authorities can continue to meet the growing challenges in
this area.”

Minister Humphreys launches ‘Trading for Impact 2024-2027’
-Ireland’s National Social Enterprise Policy

€2m ‘Growing Social Enterprise’ capital support scheme launched

‘Trading for Impact’ will help sustain and grow the social enterprise sector

Increased ambition for social enterprises in Ireland

Policy developed after extensive consultation process with stakeholders

Minister for Rural and Community Development Heather Humphreys TD has
launched ‘Trading for Impact’ the National Social Enterprise Policy 2024
-2027.  The launch took place at a social enterprise, the ICE Enterprise Hub run
by Inner City Enterprise.

The purpose of the new policy is to build on the achievements of Ireland’s first
social enterprise policy.

Latest estimates show that there are roughly 4,300 social enterprises operating
nationally with an estimated total income of €2.34 billion.

This new policy has been designed to cultivate and sustain a strong and impactful
social enterprise sector in Ireland that enriches the social, environmental, and
economic wellbeing of our communities.

The policy was developed after widespread consultation with the sector and an
open national public consultation process.

The policy details five key objectives:

- Building Awareness of Social Enterprise

- Growing and Sustaining Social Enterprise

- Supporting the Green Transition

- National and International Engagement

- Impact Measurement

57 concrete actions are defined under these objectives, which will be
implemented between 2024 to 2027. A ‘Stakeholder Engagement Group’ will
oversee the delivery of the policy.

New €2 million ‘Growing Social Enterprise' fund launched

The Minster also announced the launch of the new €2m Dormant Accounts funded
‘Growing Social Enterprise' fund which is an action within the policy. The purpose
of the fund is to provide capital supports that assist enterprises to achieve their
social, environmental and economic objectives, and to improve their sustainability
and impact. The fund will benefit up to 100 social enterprises nationwide, with
grants ranging from €1,500 to €100,000.

Speaking at the launch of the policy, Minister Humphreys said:

“I am proud to launch ‘Trading for Impact’ the new National Social Enterprise
Policy today. This policy is a testament to government’s continuing commitment to
social enterprise across Ireland, and the significance we place on it.

“Strong social enterprises are important for our local communities, and play a
crucial role in creating jobs, addressing social challenges, and fostering a more
inclusive society.

“This new policy builds on the success of its predecessor and sets out a clear
framework for enhancing their capacity and impact in Ireland in the years to come.”

Minister Humphreys added:

“I am also delighted to launch the new 2024 ‘Growing Social Enterprise Capital
Fund’. This €2m fund will provide much needed support nationwide to purchase
equipment or undertake building works, enabling social enterprises to continue
the great work they do in our communities.”
