This training will be delivered by Joanne Ryan. Joanne is
a fundraising and funding professional with 16 years of
experience in the sector, working with organisations like
Focus Ireland, Irish Wheelchair Association and Jigsaw.
Since May 2023, she has been working as a funding
consultant, working with clients in the charity, sport, arts
and education areas, supporting them to access over
€2.2M in funding for their projects.

This training is designed for those who are new to writing
grant applications and will focus on grant eligibility,
language in grants, opportunities & pitfalls of chat GPT,
budgets and project outlines, building your grants folder /
documentation, reviewing & submitting, where to look for
grants.

Music Capital Scheme
Applications are now open for the Music Network Music
Capital Scheme 2025.

The Music Capital Scheme, which is supported by the
Department of Culture, Communications and Sport,
provides funding for the purchase of musical instruments
and selected items of equipment to individual
professional musicians and non-professional groups
across the country.

A total of €1,040,000 in funding is available through the
following awards which are now open for applications:

Award 1 - for non-professional performing groups
Award 2 – for individual established professional
performing musicians
Award 3 – for individual emerging professional
performing musicians

An extensive range of applicant supports will be
delivered between now and the application deadline.
These will be available to both organisations and
individuals, with a particular focus on supporting first time
and previously unsuccessful applicants.

Music Network will host two online Information Sessions,
one for organisations considering applying to Award 1
and one for individuals considering applying to Awards 2
or 3. Alongside this will be online seminars on key topics
relating to the application process and a limited number
of one-to-one consultation sessions on these topics.

Deadline for applications: 2pm, Thursday 27th of
November 2025.

Irish Aid Global Citizenship
Education (GCE) Grant

Irish Aid’s global citizenship education aims to
increase awareness and understanding of global
development issues among the Irish public.

The funding supports the implementation of the Irish Aid
global citizenship education strategy 2021-2025‌.

The Global Citizenship Education Grant Scheme is open
to Irish-based organisations only. Grants are allocated in
the range of €10,000 to €180,000 annually. In 2026,
applications can be submitted for projects with a duration
of one, two or three years.

An organisation in receipt of European Union funding for
a Development Education and Awareness Raising
(DEAR) project can apply to Irish Aid for DEAR co-
funding. DEAR co-funding is open to Irish-based
organisations only. An organisation may apply for DEAR
Co-Funding in addition to other global citizenship
education funding applications. 

The maximum grant available under this grant modality is
up to 10% of total funds received from the European
Union.

In 2026, applications can be submitted for projects with a
duration of one, two or three years.

Applications for DEAR co-funding can be submitted at
any time of the year.

Amazon Regional

The fund will be available to charities registered with the
Charities Regulatory Authority of Ireland which support
individuals break into publishing, music, gaming, film, TV,
fashion, visual arts, podcasting, and other creative
sectors where diversity and fresh perspectives can drive
innovation and change.

The initiative aligns with Ireland's Creative Industries
Roadmap and the Creative Communities initiative,
aiming to increase access to careers in the creative
industries across all 31 local authorities in Ireland.

Who is eligible for Amazon's Regional Creatives
Fund Ireland?

The fund is available for applications from registered
charities with annual incomes below €1,000,000 that are
currently running programmes focused on upskilling
people from underrepresented backgrounds for careers
in creative industries.

Eligible organisations can apply for funding across three
categories: small-scale enhancement (€1,000-€5,000),
moderate expansion (€5,000-€12,000), or strategic
growth (€12,000-€20,000), depending on their project's
scale and ambition.

Skellig Coast Archaeology
Festival 2025 

This festival takes place across the Iveragh Peninsula in
Co Kerry in the south-west of Ireland beginning in
Derrynane in Caherdaniel and their last event in Tech
Amergin in Waterville, a village about half an hour's drive
to any of their destinations which include Brú na
Dromada, the Glen, Cahersiveen and some upland areas
beyond and in-between.

Events include a rare chance to see the historic graffiti in
the Summer House at Derrynane on Friday with Dr
Connie Kelleher who discovered it; Bronze Casting
demonstrations on Saturday night and Sunday with
Umha Aois with the very talented young artist Conor
O'Connell; a hike to the highest elevation petroglyphs in
Ireland (with medieval and Bronze Age monuments en
route); the Glen to see a previously unrecorded lifting
stone and possible medieval ecclesiastical site; a
mushroom forage; a costume making workshop; and an
other worldly talk by Chair of Heritage Iveragh, Dr Eoin
O'Neill. The festival is also paying visits to Colaiste na
Sceilge and some national schools.

On the 17th October 1987 Joseph Wresinski founder of
ATD (All Together in Dignity) unveiled  a Commemorative
stone in honour of Victims of Extreme Poverty on the
Trocadero Human Rights plaza in Paris which is where
the Universal Declaration of human Rights was originally
signed in 1948.

The Commemorative stone bears the words:

''Wherever men women and children are condemned to
live in poverty, human rights are violated,. To come
together to ensure these rights are respected is our
solemn duty’’

The UN subsequently recognised the 17th October as
the International Day for the Eradication of Poverty.

Today, one in ten people around the world still live in
extreme poverty – deprived not only of an adequate
income and livelihood, but also opportunity, dignity and
hope. Growing inequality is detrimental to economic
growth and undermines social cohesion. Poverty exists
in every country in the world and it is both a cause and a
consequence of multiple human rights violations.

Eradicating extreme poverty for all people everywhere by
2030, ensuring 'No One is Left Behind'  is a pivotal goal
of the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development.
