Free Energy Efficiency Courses 
The Kerry County Council Climate Action unit are delighted to offer two free
energy efficiency courses available during the week of March 30th.

Join expert tutors from the National Construction Training Centre as they deliver
courses on ‘Nearly Zero Energy Buildings (NZEB) Fundamentals Awareness’
and ‘Retrofit for Homeowners’ onboard the innovative training rig which will be
located at the Tralee Bay Wetlands Centre.

No prior knowledge or technical expertise is required for either course. The
courses have been delivered around Ireland on this rig, and the feedback has
been excellent with participants welcoming the hands-on learning environment
where they can see a heat pump in operation, see and feel the insulation options
for building retrofits and learn about air tightness and ventilation.

This is an annual grant scheme for
community groups and not-for-profit
non-governmental organisations to
protect, share, and celebrate the
heritage that matters to your
community.

A broad range of project types are eligible for funding under the scheme including:

Conservation management plans, surveys, and reports
Conservation works to buildings, biodiversity sites, places, collections, or
objects. Can be phased works. 
Workshops and training events that build heritage skills
Collections management and biodiversity projects
Digital resources that help make heritage more accessible
Purchase of specialised equipment for conservation

In addition to these activities, every project must host an event (in-person)
during National Heritage Week. This event gives you a chance to share your work
with the public and highlight why your project is important. Your event should be
accessible, welcoming, and linked directly to the work you’re doing under the
grant.

CLÁR 2026-Funding for Small-Scale
Rural Projects

CLÁR (Ceantair Laga Árd-Riachtanais) is a targeted investment programme for
rural areas that aims to provide funding for small infrastructural projects in
designated rural areas that have experienced significant levels of de-population
and/or socio-economic disadvantage and geographic remoteness.

For 2026 the CLÁR programme has been expanded to include five additional
areas in Kerry: Ardfert, Arabela, Brewsterfield, Castleisland, and Scartaglin.

The 2026 programme will be delivered through three separate Measures as
follows:

Measure 1: Developing Community Facilities & Amenities

This measure is delivered by Kerry County Council and further information on
how to apply will be available in the coming weeks. 

Measure 2: Mobility, Cancer Care, Community First Responder and Meals
on Wheels Transport

This measure is administered directly by the Department. Closing date for
applications is 22nd May 2026.

Measure 3: ‘Our Living Islands’

This measure will fund interventions on inhabited offshore Islands under:  Island
Community Transport; and Island Community Amenities. 

Closing date for
applications is 3rd July 2026.

Have your name immortilised in the
fabric of Scoil Dhún Chaoin

As part of the major development currently underway at Scoil Dhún Chaoin they
are raising money to create a schoolyard with a safer surface, level playing pitch
and a garden corner for the children.

As part of this work a portion of the boundary wall will need to be rebuilt. Within
that wall engraved bricks will be used with the names of the people who support
this project. You could have your own name or the name of a family member or
loved one immortalised forever in the fabric of the school. While they have saved
€20,000 for this project over a number of years, they still need to raise another
€25,000.

A single block can be purchased for €100
Double blocks can be purchased by companies and organisations for €250

If you wish to purchase a block online they will be in contact with you by email to
confirm what name you wish to be engraved on the brick.

Of course, smaller donations can also be shared with the school and you can
contact them directly to purchase a brick if you would prefer by calling
0874832512.

They would be grateful for the support of all their friends near and far who are in
any way connected to Dunquin and to Scoil Dhún Chaoin. If you are not in a
position to donate or buy a brick they would so appreciate if you could spread the
word.

Scoil Dhún Chaoin is at the heart of the parish and has stood the test of time.
They now have the opportunity to reinvigorate the school and provide the children
with the amenities that any modern-day school should provide its pupils, so that it
can stand for another hundred years and for generations to come.

Active Ageing Festival 2026

The Active Ageing Festival has been an annual event in Kerry since 2022. The
event promotes physical activity for older adults by providing attendees an
opportunity to try activities such as Go for Life Games, chair aerobics and
Activator Pole walking.

Kerry Age Friendly Ambassador, Mr. Francis Brennan, provided the welcome
address on the day. The keynote speaker was Mr. John Lonergan, former
Governor of Mountjoy Prison, Wellbeing advocate and Age Friendly Ambassador
for Tipperary. John is a strong advocate for ageing well and he shared his insights
with attendees on staying active and positive in later years.

The event also featured information stands which provided an opportunity to local
organisations and service providers to showcase their services and supports to
attendees. Information stands included Age Friendly Kerry, Healthy Age Friendly
Homes Kerry, the HSE Community Department, Men's Shed, Chime and local
development companies, among others. The event was a great opportunity for
the Kerry Age Friendly office to promote the ongoing public consultation and
survey as part of the development of a new Age Friendly Strategy for Kerry.

Micro-Internship (3–4 Hours Weekly for 8–10 Weeks): A structured, supported
placement. As the Work Placement Coordinator, I provide 100% ongoing on-site
support to ensure the student integrates seamlessly without adding to your
team's workload.

The clean up kit contains valuable tips on how to hold a successful clean-up
event, a poster to advertise your event, ideas on how to make your event different
and lots more useful information. The pack also includes plastic bags in which to
collect your litter and recyclable material, some tabards to keep your clothes
clean and some gloves to keep your hands safe and clean. Because National
Spring Clean encourages recycling, a number of colour coded bags are provided
for collection of litter that can be recycled.
